Despite these challenges,
our staff continued to work tirelessly to enhance our services and implement health and safety
protocols to ensure we provided a safe environment for our children to learn and grow in the
classroom. We couldn’t do this without our dedicated community of supporters for which we are
very thankful.   

During the pandemic, our goal was to be transparent with our community. We notified families of
instances where staff and children were asked to quarantine due to a case of COVID-19. We also
launched a website dashboard that provides real-time updated data on COVID cases at Family
Star. The good news is that we did not have any instances of transmission between staff
members and/or students within our schools. This means that our health, sanitization and safety
protocols were working! 

I am incredibly grateful to the remarkable team at Family Star and the passion they bring daily to
the organization. Our classroom teachers haven’t missed a beat—they consistently provide
engaging Montessori lessons and emotional support to our students. Our parent educators
continue to provide home visits remotely, deliver essential supplies and connect families to
services. Our Child and Family Advocates have been incredibly busy supporting families and
connecting them to resources in their greatest time of need. Program and administrative staff
have reimagined ways to work together and collaborate to keep everyone safe. To address food
security, the Family Star team has distributed nearly 100,000 pounds of fresh fruits and
vegetables since the start of the pandemic!

While a pandemic can test the mission of an organization, the Family Star team’s resolve to serve
families is greater than ever. I am so grateful to our staff for their perseverance and unending
passion. Thank you for being part of our loving community.
